It takes time till safety is build that is why, overnight effects of a present partnership is not possible. What NATO-Moldova partnership represents to me is a sustainable safety. Meaning a partnership now is safety in the future. Partnership here is meant as high-level cooperation with the Alliance in various aspects, in fact the current status-quo of the MD-NATO partnership.
